Suggested process for meeting new residents: 
 

Initial Contact Items: 
 
� Neighborhood Watch brochure (completed with Mail Box Captain's information) Available from Coordinator 
� Village Map* showing location of their Mail Station 
� The Resident Contact Information* form OR Greetings from Neighborhood Watch* form to be completed and 

returned to the Captain  
� Vial of Life kit (includes two forms* and two Red Cross decals) and two Personal Medication Record* cards 

for your wallet 
 

Follow-up Contact: 
 
� Deliver and explain the Welcome Packet information described below. Available from Coordinator 
� Describe the RED/YELLOW alert card which are available at the Association's Activities Desk or may be 

included in the SCLH Telephone Directory. The card is to be placed in a visible place in front of the house in 
case of major emergencies.  

� Explain the purpose of the red light button on the front entry switch that blinks, when turned on, is for 
emergency purposes only. 

� Describe how to sign up to receive Alerts by going to www.lincal.net/watch 
� Report incidents to Alerts Program Team at email address SCLHWatchAlerts@lincal.net
